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PUEBLO COUNTY CELEBRATES 40TH WEATHERIZATION DAY ANNIVERSARY

PUEBLO – Sunday, October 30, 2016 will be celebrated as Weatherization Day in Pueblo County and the State of Colorado. On Wednesday, October 26, Pueblo County Commissioners issued designated the day to raise awareness of the Weatherization Assistance Program. This free program has provided assistance to low-income households for 40 years in the State of Colorado by providing cost-effective and energy-efficient improvements to homes, thereby reducing the consumption of energy in both winter and summer months.

Weatherization improvements may include insulation in attics and walls, LED light bulbs, sealing air leaks, water-saving showerheads, furnace safety testing, possible furnace and refrigerator replacement, and energy conservation information. Homeowners and renters qualify if they receive assistance from any of the following programs:
· Low Income Energy Assistance Program (LEAP)
· Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF)
· Aid to Needy & Disabled (AND)
· Old Age Pension (OAP)
· Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP)
· Supplemental Security Income (SSI)
· Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI)

Households may also qualify if they meet specific income guidelines. Income guideline information can be found at http://county.pueblo.org/government/county/department/housing-and-human-services/eligibility.

In Southeast Colorado, the Weatherization Assistance Program is administered by the Pueblo County Housing and Human Services Department, under contract with the Colorado Energy Office to the following ten counties – Pueblo, Baca, Bent, Crowley Custer, Huerfano, Kiowa, Las Animas, Otero, and Powers Counties.
