FY2016 – FY2019 PACOG Transportation Improvement Program*

Open opportunity for public comment on the draft FY2016 – FY2019 TIP

2040 Regional Transportation Update – Process and Status*

Staff Report – Update on Pueblo County Safe Routes to Schools Planning* 
Provided within the TAC packet was a work task sheet.  Scott stated that the plan is to estimate 
how many hours we will be able to repay using MPO funds. After review of the task sheet, it was 
suggested the title be changed to reflect looking into trails as a whole rather than just routes to 
school. Scott agreed the title could be changed. The proposed new title was Pedestrian 
Connectivity Project.
