AGREEMENT FOR REVOCABLE PERMIT FOR USE OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY


THIS AGREEMENT made this ______ day of _______________, 20____, by and between 
the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF PUEBLO, hereinafter 
referred to as "COUNTY", and _______________ hereinafter referred to as "PERMITTEE."

WITNESSETH


WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners is authorized to regulate County 

roads, public easements and rights-of-way, and to authorize temporary use of such street and 

public ways provided such uses may be revoked by the Board of County Commissioners at its

pleasure; and


WHEREAS, PERMITTEE acknowledges and agrees that the exercise of any of the

 privileges granted herein is subject to and constitutes acceptance of all the conditions of this

 permit.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and mutual promises herein 

contained the parties agree as follows:

1.
PERMITTEE is hereby granted permission to use, _______________as it adjoins___________________for the purpose of a___________________as depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto.
2.
PERMITTEE acknowledges and agrees that in no event will he locate, erect, or 

cause to be located or erected any building, structure, or improvement, authorized to be placed upon the property covered in this permit unless done so in compliance with all resolutions, and regulations of the COUNTY and all federal and state laws and all local laws and regulations that are applicable to the area of operations covered by this permit.

3.
Development plans, layout plans, construction, reconstruction, alteration of 

improvements or revision of layout or construction plans for the property described above shall be approved in advance and in writing by the Director of Engineering and Public Works.  Trees or shrubbery existing on the permitted area may be removed or destroyed only after the Director of Engineering and Public Works has approved and marked or otherwise designated that which may be removed or destroyed.

4.
PERMITTEE shall maintain the improvements and premises in a neat, orderly,

sanitary fashion, and in compliance with all COUNTY resolutions, rules and regulations.

5.
PERMITTEE shall exercise due diligence in protecting from damage the land and 

property covered by and used in connection with this permit.
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6.
PERMITTEE shall fully repair all damage, other than ordinary wear and tear, to

County roads, easements, or rights-of-way caused by PERMITTEE in the exercise of the privilege granted by this permit.

7.
PERMITTEE shall indemnify and hold harmless the COUNTY, its officers, 

agents and employees, from all claims, expenses, liabilities, losses, or damage to property or injury or death to persons, caused by or arising out of the construction, reconstruction, reinstallation, maintenance, or use of the property covered by or used in connection with this permit, except those caused by the negligence of the County, its officers, agents or employees.

8.
This permit may be revoked by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners 

for any reason, at any time, without notice or hearing to PERMITTEE.

9.
Upon abandonment, termination, revocation, or cancellation of this permit, PERMITTEE shall, within 30 days after notice thereof, at their sole expense, remove all structures and improvements (except landscaping), except those owned by the COUNTY, and shall restore the site to its original pre-agreement condition unless otherwise specified in writing or in this permit.  If PERMITTEE fails to remove all structures or improvements (except landscaping) within 30 days, they shall become the property of the COUNTY, but PERMITTEE shall not be relieved of liability for the cost of their removal and restoration of the site.

10.
This Agreement shall extend to and be binding upon the successors and assigns 

of the County, and upon the heirs, administrators, executors, successors, and legal representatives of PERMITTEE, shall be placed on record in the office of the County Clerk and Recorder of Pueblo County, Colorado, and shall constitute an agreement running with the land until released by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners.

11.
In case of change of address or assignment or interest, PERMITTEE shall notify 

the COUNTY within ten (10) days.  Notice shall be sent to the Board of County Commissioners at the Pueblo County Courthouse, Tenth and Main Streets, Pueblo, Colorado 81003.

12.
The temporary use and occupancy of the premises and improvements herein 

described may be sublet by PERMITTEE, or his heirs, administrators, executors, successors, and legal representatives, if prior written approval of the Board of County Commissioners is obtained, but PERMITTEE shall continue to be responsible for compliance with all conditions of this permit.
